These Marines and Sailors were mobilized for active duty in December 2004 and deployed to Iraq in March of 2005 for six months, returning in September of 2005. During their tour in Iraq, this Battalion was almost continuously engaged in intense fighting, suffering dozens of casualties and scores of injuries. The Battalion, totaling more than 1,000, returned home suffering from a myriad of wounds, both physical and psychological. 48 KIA’s, and over 200 soldiers had been physically wounded in action, many needing continuous medical care and rehabilitation.
